The types of services have been simplified in the price list:
The price of the ticket is not linked to the season. The ticket types “The
Short Route” and “The Long Route” for viewing the main exhibition are
replaced by a single ticket for viewing the main exhibition throughout
the year.

One ticket for the same price throughout the active tourism season –
from April 1 to October 31 – is offered to the visitors of the French
garden.

Annual season ticket for visiting the French garden has been
introduced, its term of validity is from April 1 to October 31.

“Day ticket” services have been updated: they include an offer to visit
the main exhibition of the museum, the exhibition “From the Gothic 
Style to Art Nouveau. Decorative Arts of Europe and Latvia in the 15th–
20th Centuries”, and the French garden. When purchasing this ticket,
the visitor will receive a wristband and will be able to use the indicated
services multiple times during the working hours of one day.
